* Service weighitage.- (1) The service weightage shall be given at the following rates
considering nui less than five years seivice compieied under an employer or in an
institution where the employee is doing the work:

(i) Service period above 5 years and up to 10 years - 5% of basic wages
(i) Service period above 10 years and up to 15 years - 10% of basic wages
(iii) Service period above 15 years - 15% of basic wages

(2) The above mentioned service weightage shall be paid to the employees on
completing the above service period, during the period of operation of this notification.

I1I. Generai Condittons

(1] The calculation of daily wages, for categories in respect of which monthly wages
have been fixed in the notification, shall be by dividing basic monthly wages by
26, and by including the Dearness Allowince

(2) The monthly rate in respect ol those, lor whom daily rate is fixed, may be arrived
at by multiplying the daily rate by 26.

(3) In case any employee of any establishment is getting higher wages than the
minimum wages fixed as per this notification, he shall continue to be paid such
higher rates.

Explanatory Note

(This does not form part of the notification, but is intended to indicate its general
purport.) :
The existing minimum rates of wages payable to the employees employed in Shops

and Commercial Establishments including the employment in Courier Services, D.T.P.
Centers, Internet Cafes, Telephone Booths, Catering Services, and House Boat Service in
the State of Kerala were fixed as per Notification issued under G.O.(Ms.) No.
100/2009/LBR dated 23" July, 2009 and published as S.R.O. No. 643/2009 in the Kerala
Gazette Extraordinary No. 1352 dated 24% July, 2009. The Government have now decided
to revise the existing minimum rates of wages in the said sector after considering
objections and suggestions on the draft proposals published as per Notification No.
8397/E1/2013/LBR dated 15" September, 2015 , and on the advice of the Minimum

Wages Advisory Board constituted for this purpose.

The notification is inrended to achieve the above object.
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
