Currently, the CORONA virus (COVID 19) has been declared a global epidemic by the WHO. More cases of
COVID 19 have been reported in India as well. Accordingly, the lockdown was announced by the Central
Government across India till 14/04/2020. As a precautionary measure in view of the rapid transmission of
COVID 19, a well-publicized INTRODUCTION-3 declaration has been issued to prevent the spread of the virus
in public and private places. The lockdown time period has been extended by the Central Government by
INTRODUCTION-1 to 03/05/2020. As per the INTRODUCTION- 2, the Gujarat government has issued a
notification to close all the services in the entire state except the essential services from 15/04/2020 to
03/05/2020. In this regard, detailed guidelines have been issued by the Government of India to prevent the
spread of COVID 19 from INTRODUCTION-1. In para-3, from 20/04/2020, some additional activities have
been approved to alleviate the hardships of the people. In respect of which, in the circular dated 15/04/2020 of
the Industries and Mines Department of the Government referred to in INTRODUCTION- 4, the Committee has
been constituted by the District level Collector to act on the issue of concession in areas other than the
Containment Zone from 20/04/2020.

In this regard, a meeting of the 11 members constituted by the order outlined in INTRODUCTION-5 in this
district was held on 18/04/2020 in which, according to the decision taken at the end of the discussion taking
into account the geographical and current situation of the Ahmedabad district, the most positive or reported
cases of the entire state were recorded in Ahmedabad district. And most of the newly discovered cases are
thought to be intensified by local transmition. Under these circumstances, in the first phase, except for hotspots
Area, Containment Zone, the municipal corporation area in the Ahmedabad district and also the municipality
area, and in the rural areas of the district it is necessary to make the following concessions for the purpose of
ensuring that the public does not face further hardship.

Therefore, |, HarshadVora, Additional District Magistrate, Ahmedabad District, under Sections 33 and 36 of
the Gujarat Police Act and Section 34 of the National Disaster Management Act, as per the decision taken
universally in the meeting of the High Power Committee chaired by the District Collector. In order to ensure
that the public does not suffer any hardship for the rural areas of the district other than the hotspot area,
Containment Zone and the municipality in Ahmedabad district, | will order the following concession.

Shops (including Kirana and single shops seling essential goods) and carts,
including ration shops (under PDS), dealing with food and groceries (for daily
use), hygiene ftems, fruts and vegetables, dairy and milk booths, poultry,
meat and fish, animal feed and fodder etc, should be allowed fo operata,
ensuring strict social distancing without any restriction on their timing of
opening and closure

District authorities may encourage and facilitate home delivery to minimize the
mavement of indviduals outside their homes.

Commercial and private establishments, as listed below, will be allowed
fo operate:

Print and electronic media including broadcasting, DTH and cable services,
IT and IT enabled Services, with upto 50% strength.

Production units, which require continuous process, and their supply chain
Manufacturing of IT hardware,

Coal production, mines and mineral production, their transportation, supply of
explosives and activities incidental to mining operations.

Manufacturing units of packaging material.
Jute industries with staggered shifts and socia! distancing.
Oil and gas exploration/ refinery.

Brick kilns in rural areas ie., outside the limits of municipal corporations and
municipalities.

Construction activities, listed as below, will be allowed to operate:

Construction of roads, irrigation projects, buildings and all kinds of industrial
projects, including MSMEs, in rural areas, i.e., outside the limits of municipal
corporations and municipalities; and all kinds of projects in industrial estates,

Construction of renewable energy projects.

Continuation of works in construction projects, within the limits of municipal
corporations and municipalities, where workers are available on site and no
workers are required to be brought in from outside (in situ construction).

Movement of persons is allowed in the following cases:

Private vehicles for emergency services, including medical and veterinary
care, and for procuring essential commodities. In such cases, one passenger

Annexure Il

Offences and Penalties for Violation of Lockdown Measures

A.  Section 51 to 60 of the Disaster Management Act, 2005
51 Punishment for obstruction, etc. —VWhoever, without reascnable cause

{a) obstructs any officer or employee of the Central Government or the State
Government, or a person authorised by the National Authority or Siate
Authority or District Authority in the discharge of his functicns under this Act,
or

{b) refuses to comply with any direction given by or on behaif of the Central
Govermnmment or the State Government or the National Executive Committee or
the State Executive Committee or the District Authority under this Act,

shall on conviction be punishabie with imprisonment for a term which may
extend to one year or with fine. or with both, and if such obstruction or refusal
tc comply with directions results in loss of lives or . imminent danger thereof,
shall on conviction be punishabie with imprisonment for a term which may
extend to two years.

52 Punishment for false claim.—\Whoever knowingly makes a claim which
he knows or has reason to believe to be false for obtaining any relief,
assistance, repair, reconstruction or cother benefits consequent to disaster
from any cfficer of the Central Government, the State Government, the
National Authority, the State Authority or the District Authority, shail, on
conviction be punishable with impriscnment for a term which may extend to
two years. and also with fine.

53. Punishment for misappropriation of money or materiais, etc.—
Whoever, being entrusted with any money or materials, or otherwise being, in
custody of, or dominion over, any money or goods, meant for providing relief
in any threatening disaster situation or disaster, misappropriates or
appropriates for his own use or disposes of such money or materials or any
part thereof or wiifully compeis any other perscon so to do, shall on conviction
be punishable with imprisonment for a termn which may extend to two years,
and also with fine.

54. Punishment for false warning —\Whoever makes or circulates a false
alarm or warning as to disaster or its severity or magnitude, leading to panic.
shall on conviction, be punishable with imprisonment which may extend to
one year or with fine.

§5. Offences by Departments of the Government.—(1) Where an offence
under this Act has been commitied by any Department of the Government,
the head of the Depariment shall be deemed to be guilty of the offence and
shall be liable tc be proceeded against and punished accordingly unless he
proves that the offence was committed without his knowledge or that he
exarcised all due diligence to prevent the commission of such offence.



(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), where an offence
under this Act has been committed by a Department of the Government and it
is proved that the offence has been committed with the consent or connivance
of, or is atiributable to any neglect on the part of, any officer, other than thea
head of the Department. such officer shall be deemed toc be guilty of that
offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and punished accerdingly.

56. Failure of officer in duty or his connivance at the contravention of
the provisions of this Act—Any officer, on whom any duty has been
imposed by or under this Act and who ceases or refuses to perform or
withdraws himself from the duties of his office shall, unless he has cobtained
the express written permission of his official superior or has other lawful
excuse for so doing, be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may
extend to one year or with fine.

5§7. Penality for contravention of any order regarding requisitioning.—If
any person contravenes any order made under section 65, he shall be
punishabie with imprisonment for a term which may extend to one year or with
fine or with both.

58. Offence by companies.—(1) Where an offence under this Act has been
committed by a company or body corporate. every person who at the time the
offence was committed, was in charge of. and was responsibie to, the
company, for the conduct of the business of the company, as well as the
company, 25 shall be deemed to be guilty of the contravention and shall be
liable to be proceeded against and punished accordingly: Provided that
nothing in this sub-section shall render any such person liable to any
punishment provided in this Act, f he proves that the offence was committed
without his knowledge or that he exercised due diligence to prevent the
commission of such offence. (2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-
section (1), where an offence under this Act has been committed by a
company. and it is proved that the offence was committed with the consent or
connivance of or is attributable to any neglect on the part of any director,
manager, secretary or other officer of the company, such director, manager,
secretary or other officer shall also. be deemed to be guilty of that offence and
shall be liable to be proceeded against and punished accordingly.

Explanation.—For the purpose of this section— (a) "company’ means any
body corporate and includes a firm or other association of individuals: and (b)
“director”, in relation to a firm, means a partner in the firm.

59. Previous sanction for prosecution —No prosecution for offences
punishable under sections 55 and 56 shall be instituted except with the
pravious sanction of the Central Government or the State Government, as the
case may be, or of any officer authonsed in this behalf, by general or special
order, by such Government.

60. Cognizance of offences —No court shall take cognizance of an offence
under this Act except on a complaint made by— (a) the National Authority. the
State Authority, the Central Government. the State Government, the District
Authority or any other authority or officer authorised in this behalf by that
Autharity or Government, as the case may be; or (b) any person who has
given naotice of not less than thirty days in the manner prescribed, of the
alileged coffence and his intention to make a complaint to the National
Authority, the State Authority, the Central Government, the State Government,
the District Authority or any other authority or officer authorised as aforesaid.

B.  Section 188 in the indian Penal Code. 1860

188 Disobedience to order duly promulgated by public servant. —\Whoever,
knowing that by an order promulgated by a public servant lawfully
empowered to promulgate such order, he is directed to abstain from a cernain
act. or to take certain order with certain property in his possession or under
his management, disobeys such direction, shall, if such disobedience causes
or tends to cause obstruction, annoyance or injury, or risk of obstruction,
annoyance or injury. to any person lawfully employed. be punished with
simple imprisonment for a term which may extend to cne month or with fine
which may extend to two hundred rupees, or with both, and if such
disobedience causes or trends to cause danger to human life, health or
safety. or causes or tends to cause a riot or affray, shall be punished with
impnsonment of sither description for a tenm which may extend to six months,
or with fine which may extend to one thousand rupees. or with both

Explanation.—It is not necessary that the offender should intend to produce
harm, or contemplate his disobedience as likely to produce harm. It is
sufficient that he knows of the order which he disobeys, and that hia
disocbedience produces, or is likely to produce, ham

Hiustration

An order is promulgated by a public servant lawfully empowered to
promulgate such order, directing that a religious procession shall not pass
down a certain street A knowingly disobeys the order, and thereby causes
danger of riot. A has committed the offence defined in this section.
